SECTION 105.06–SUBCONTRACTING of the Specifications is amended to include the following: 

 
According to Commonwealth of Virginia Executive Order 20, the Contractor is encouraged to seek out 
and consider Small, Women-owned, and Minority-owned (SWaM) businesses certified by the 
Department of Small Business and Supplier Diversity (DSBSD) as potential subcontractors and 
vendors.  Further, the Contractor shall furnish and require each subcontractor (first-tier) to furnish 
information relative to subcontractor and vendor involvement on the project. 
 
For purposes of this provision, the term “vendor” is defined as any consultant, manufacturer, supplier 
or hauler performing work or furnishing material, supplies or services for the contract. The Contractor 
and, or subcontractor (first-tier) must insert this provision in each subcontract and further require its 
inclusion in all lower tier subcontracts (excluding purchase orders, rental agreements and other 
agreements for supplies or services).   The applicable requirements of this provision are incorporated 
by reference for work done by vendors under any purchase order, rental agreement or agreement for 
other services for the contract. The Contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any 
subcontractor, lower-tier subcontractor or vendor. 
 
The submission of a bid will be considered conclusive evidence that the Contractor agrees to assume 
these contractual obligations and to bind subcontractors contractually to the same at the Contractor’s 
expense.

The Contractor shall exercise all due care so not to disturb the new facilities once the new new or 
relocated facilities are in place. 
 

The Contractor shall allow Dominion Virginia Power Transmission, Dominion Virginia Power, Verizon 
Virginia, LLC, Windstream Communications, Level III Communications, Cox Communications, and 
Virginia Natural Gas time to remove and relocate their existing facilities and to complete their adjustment 
their existing facilities in designated Utility Phase  
 
The Contractor shall not commence any construction of the proposed improvements within Phase ID 
(Construction Area 4) of the project without the written approval of the Engineer and the Southeast 
Regional Utility Manager. 
 
The Contractor should contact the affected utility companies prior to submission of his bid for this project 
to obtain more specific details of their existing and proposed facilities. 
 
The Department is not responsible for any construction delays resulting from known utility adjustments 
and no modifications to the contract time limits will be considered for delays resulting from known utility 
adjustments.

SECTION 107.15 – USE OF MINORITY BUSINESS ENTERPRISES (MBEs) of the Specifications is 
retitled SECTION 107.15 – USE OF SMALL, WOMEN-OWNED, and MINORITY-OWNED (SWaM) 
BUSINESSES and replaced with the following: 

 
It is the policy of the Department that Small, Women-Owned, and Minority-Owned (SWaM) 
Businesses shall have the maximum opportunity to participate in the performance of  VDOT 
contracts. The Contractor is encouraged to take necessary and reasonable steps to ensure that 
SWaM firms have the maximum opportunity to compete for and perform work on the Contract, 
including participation in any subsequent subcontracts. 
 
A SWaM firm shall mean a small business concern (as defined pursuant to the Code of Virginia, Title 
2.2 -1401) for the purpose of reporting small, women-owned, and minority-owned business 
participation in  VDOT contracts and purchases pursuant to §§ 2.2-1404 and 2.2-1405.   To that end 
the following terms shall apply: 

 
Small business means an independently owned and operated business which, together with 
affiliates, has 250 or fewer employees, or average annual gross receipts of $10 million or less. 
 
Women-owned business means a business concern that is at least 51% owned by one or more 
women who are U.S. citizens or legal resident aliens, or in the case of a corporation, partnership, 
or limited liability company or other entity, at least 51% of the equity ownership interest is owned 
by one or more women who are citizens of the United States or non-citizens who are in full 
compliance with the United States immigration law, and both the management and daily business 
operations are controlled by one or more women who are U.S. citizens or legal resident aliens. 
 
Minority-owned business means a business concern that is at least 51% owned by one or more 
minority individuals or in the case of a corporation, partnership, or limited liability company or 
other entity, at least 51% of the equity ownership interest in the corporation, partnership, or 
limited liability company or other entity is owned by one or more minority individuals and both the 
management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more minority individuals. 
 
Minority individual means an individual who is a citizen of the United States or a non-citizen 
who is in full compliance with United States immigration law and who satisfies one or more of the 
following definitions: 
 

1. African American means a person having origins in any of the original peoples of Africa 
and who is regarded as such by the community of which this person claims to be a part. 

 
2. Asian American means a person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far 

East, Southeast Asia, the Indian subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands, including but not 
limited to Japan, China, Vietnam, Samoa, Laos, Cambodia, Taiwan, Northern Mariana, 
the Philippines, a U.S. territory of the Pacific, India, Pakistan, Bangladesh, or Sri Lanka 
and who is regarded as such by the community of which this person claims to be a part.  

 
3.  Hispanic American means a person having origins in any of the Spanish-speaking 

peoples of Mexico, South or Central America, or the Caribbean Islands or other Spanish 
or Portuguese cultures and who is regarded as such by the community of which this 
person claims to be a part. 
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4. Native American means a person having origins in any of the original peoples of North 
America and who is regarded as such by the community of which this person claims to be 
a part or who is recognized by a tribal organization. 

 
5.  a member of another group, or other individual, found to be economically and socially 

disadvantaged by the Small Business Administration under 8(a) of the Small Business 
Act as amended (15 U.S.C. 637[a]). 

 
State agency means any authority, board, department, instrumentality, institution, agency, or 
other unit of state government. "State agency" shall not include any county, city, or town.  

 
A list of Virginia Department Small Business and Supplier Diversity (SBSD) certified SWaM firms is 
maintained on the SBSD web site (http://www.sbsd.virginia.gov) under the SWaM Vendor Directory 
link. 
 
SWaM certification entitles firms to participate in VDOT’s SWaM program; however, this certification 
does not guarantee that the firm will obtain work nor does it attest to the firm’s abilities to perform any 
particular work. 
 
The Contractor shall designate and make known to the Department a liaison officer who is assigned 
the responsibility of actively and effectively administering, encouraging and promoting a responsive 
program for the use of SWaM firms. 
 
The performance of the Contract for the purpose of this specification shall be interpreted to include, 
but not necessarily be limited to, subcontracting; furnishing materials, supplies, and services; and, 
leasing equipment or where applicable, any combination thereof. 
 
If the Contractor intends to sublet a portion of the work on the project in accordance with the 
provisions of Section 105.06 of the Specifications, the Contractor is encouraged to seek out and 
consider SWaM firms as potential subcontractors.  The Contractor is encouraged to contact SWaM 
firms to solicit their interest, capability, and prices and shall retain on file the proper documentation to 
substantiate such contacts. 
 
The Contractor shall report SWaM subcontractor and vendor payments in accordance with the 
Special Provision for Section 105.06–Subcontracting. 
 
If any subcontractor is relieved of the responsibility to perform work under their subcontract, the 
Contractor is encouraged to take the appropriate steps to obtain a SWaM subcontractor to perform an 
equal or greater dollar value of the remaining subcontracted work.  The substitute subcontractor’s 
name, description of the work, and dollar value of the work shall be submitted to the Department on 
Form C-31 prior to such subcontractor beginning the work.

SECTION 110.05 CONSTRUCTION SAFETY AND HEALTH STANDARDS

SECTION 110.05 - Construction Safety and Health Standards of the Specification is amended to add 
the following: 
 
1.1 Initial Safety Plan 
 

Within fifteen (15) calendar days after the Pre-construction conference the Contractor shall submit a 
written initial project/site specific safety plan (“Initial Safety Plan”) that complies with the requirements 
of the contract. The Initial Safety Plan shall address all on-site activities anticipated within the first 
ninety (90) calendar days of the Contract time. 
 

1.2 Safety Plan 
 
Within sixty (60) calendar days of the written Notice to Proceed date the Contractor shall submit a 
written project / site specific Safety Plan (“Safety Plan”) that covers all Work and which complies with 
the requirements of the contract. Incomplete or generic Safety Plan submittals are not acceptable and 
will be returned without review. The Contractor is responsible for the review of the specific safety 
requirements, as inherent in the scope of the Project Work or implied by the Contract, for the analysis 
of planned methods of operation, and for the incorporation of any additional specific or unique safety 
requirements or measures in the Safety Plan. The Safety Plan shall be Project / Site specific and 
address eliminating or controlling hazards, exposures and risks endemic to the site and the Work to 
be performed. 

 
The Safety Plan shall: 
 
(a) Acknowledge that the Contractor is responsible to be in compliance with all Federal and State 

requirements and other applicable rules and orders that require employers to provide a safe and 
healthy workplace. 

 
(b) Outline administrative responsibilities for implementing the Safety Plan, and identify and define 

the personnel accountable for incident prevention.  Incidents include, but are not limited to, 
employee injuries, equipment and property damage, fires, and injury to the public. Include the 
name of the Contractor's Primary Safety Representatives, delineating his/her authority to direct 
work stoppage and cause the elimination or correction of hazardous conditions. 

 
(c) Establish performance objectives for all line supervisors for the achievement of a zero incident 

goal. 
 
(d) Develop the means for coordinating and controlling work activities of contractors, subcontractors, 

and suppliers. 
 
(e) Develop site-specific internal (within the construction zone) traffic control plan for each project 

phase to ensure parking / movement separation of heavy equipment, private and company 
owned motor vehicles and workers-on-foot from collisions; ensure all site personnel including 
visitors are familiar with the plan and follow the plan. 

 
(f) Provide for on-going safety inspections of work sites, material, and equipment to ensure 

compliance with the Safety Plan. All Safety Plans shall include at a minimum the requirements set 
forth in Appendix A.

SECTION 105.06 SUBCONTRACTING 
(STATE FUNDED PROJECTS) 

 
June 7, 2016 

 
Section 105.06 - Subcontracting of the Specifications is amended to include the following: 
 
According to Commonwealth of Virginia Executive Order 20, the Contractor is encouraged to seek out 
and consider Small, Women-owned, and Minority-owned (SWaM) businesses certified by the Department 
of Small Business and Supplier Diversity (DSBSD) as potential subcontractors and vendors. Further, the 
Contractor shall furnish and require each subcontractor (first-tier) to furnish information relative to 
subcontractor and vendor involvement on the project. 
 
For purposes of this provision, the term “vendor” is defined as any consultant, manufacturer, supplier or 
hauler performing work or furnishing material, supplies or services for the contract. The Contractor and, or 
subcontractor (first-tier) must insert this provision in each subcontract and further require its inclusion in 
all lower tier subcontracts (excluding purchase orders, rental agreements and other agreements for 
supplies or services). The applicable requirements of this provision are incorporated by reference for work 
done by vendors under any purchase order, rental agreement or agreement for other services for the 
contract. The Contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor, lower-tier 
subcontractor or vendor. 
 
The submission of a bid will be considered conclusive evidence that the Contractor agrees to assume 
these contractual obligations and to bind subcontractors contractually to the same at the Contractor’s 
expense. 
 
When an approved Form C-31 “Subletting Request” is required according to IIM-CD-2013-06.01, the 
Contractor shall indicate on the Subletting Request if a subcontractor is a certified DBE or SWAM 
business. 
 
Excluding SWAM subcontractors, the Contractor shall report all other subcontractor, and vendor 
payments annually on June 30th (if not a business day, then the next business day), and within 30 days 
after final acceptance of the work to the District Civil Rights Section. 
 
The Contractor shall provide the information in a format consistent with revised Form C-61 Vendor 
Payment Report, subject to the approval of the Engineer. 
 
If the Contractor fails to provide the required information, the Department may delay final payment 
according to Section 109.10 of the Specifications. 
 
It is the policy of the Department that Small, Women-Owned, and Minority-Owned (SWaM) Businesses 
shall have the maximum opportunity to participate in the performance of VDOT contracts. The Contractor 
is encouraged to take necessary and reasonable steps to ensure that SWaM firms have the maximum 
opportunity to compete for and perform work on the Contract, including participation in any subsequent 
subcontracts. If the Contractor intends to sublet a portion of the work on the project in accordance with 
the provisions of Section 105.06 of the Specifications, the Contractor is encouraged to seek out and 
consider SWaM firms as potential subcontractors. 
 
SWaM participation shall be in accordance with the special provision for Section 107.15 Use of Small, 
Women-Owned, And Minority-Owned Businesses. 
 
The Contractor shall report all SWAM subcontractor involvement on this project in accordance with the 
Special provision for Section 107.15 - Small Women and Minority Owned Businesses.

SECTION 107.15 USE OF SMALL, WOMEN-OWNED, AND MINORITY-OWNED BUSINESSES 
 

June 7, 2016 
 
Section 107.15 of the Specifications is replaced by the following: 
 

Section 107.15—Use of Small, Women-Owned, and Minority-Owned Businesses (SWaM) 
 

A. Small, Program Requirements 
 

Any Contractor, subcontractor, supplier, SWAM firm, and contract surety involved in the 
performance of work on a state funded contract shall comply with the terms and conditions of 
Virginia Executive Order 20 and the Virginia Department of Transportation’s (VDOT or the 
Department) Road and Bridge Specifications and SWAM Program rules and regulations. 
 
For the purposes of this provision, Contractor is defined as the Prime Contractor of the contract; 
and subcontractor is defined as any SWAM supplier, manufacturer, or subcontractor performing 
work or furnishing material, supplies or services to the contract. The Contractor shall physically 
include this same contract provision in every supply or work/service subcontract that it makes or 
executes with a subcontractor having work for which it intends to claim credit. 
 
In accordance with Executive Order 20 and VDOT’s SWAM Program requirements, the 
Contractor, for itself and for its subcontractors and suppliers, whether certified SWAM firms or 
not, shall commit to complying fully with the auditing, record keeping, confidentiality, cooperation, 
and anti-intimidation or retaliation provisions contained in state SWAM Program regulations. By 
bidding on this contract, and by accepting and executing this contract, the Contractor agrees to 
assume these contractual obligations and to bind the Contractor’s subcontractors contractually to 
the same at the Contractor’s expense. 
 
All administrative remedies noted in this provision are automatic unless the Contractor exercises 
the right of appeal within the required timeframe(s) specified herein. Appeal requirements, 
processes, and procedures shall be in accordance with guidelines stated herein and current at 
the time of the proceedings. Where applicable, the Department will notify the Contractor of any 
changes to the appeal requirements, processes, and procedures after receiving notification of the 
Contractor’s desire to appeal. 
 
All time frames referenced in this provision are expressed in business days unless otherwise 
indicated. Should the expiration of any deadline fall on a weekend or holiday, such deadline will 
automatically be extended to the next normal business day. 
 

B. SWAM Certification 
 

The only SWAM firms eligible to perform work on a state funded contract for SWAM contract goal 
credit are firms certified as Small, women-owned and minority-owned s by the Virginia 
Department of Small Business and Supplier Diversity (SBSD) in accordance with Executive Order 
20 and VDOT guidelines. SWAM firms must be certified in the specific work listed for SWAM 
contract goal credit. A directory listing of certified SWAM firms can be obtained from the SBSD 
website, www.sbsd.virginia.gov. 
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C. SWAM Program-Related Certifications Made by Bidders\Contractors 
 

By submitting a bid and by entering into any contract on the basis of that bid, the 
bidder/Contractor certifies to each of the following SWAM Program-related conditions and 
assurances: 

 
1. That the management and bidding officers of its firm agree to comply with the bidding and 

project construction and administration obligations of the SWAM Program requirements and 
the Specifications. 

 
2. Under penalty of perjury and other applicable penal law that it has complied with the SWAM 

Program requirements in submitting the bid, and shall comply fully with these requirements 
in the bidding, award, and execution of the contract. 

 
3. To ensure that SWAM firms have been given full and fair opportunity to participate in the 

performance of the contract. The bidder certifies that all reasonable steps were, and will be, 
taken to ensure that SWAM firms had, and will have, an opportunity to compete for and 
perform work on the contract. Any agreement between a bidder and a SWAM whereby the 
SWAM promises not to provide quotations for performance of work to other bidders is 
prohibited. 

 
4. As a bidder, good faith efforts were made to obtain SWAM participation in the proposed 

contract at or above the goal for SWAM participation established by VDOT. It has submitted 
as a part of its bid true, accurate, complete, and detailed documentation of the good faith 
efforts it performed to meet the contract goal for SWAM participation. The bidder, by signing 
and submitting its bid, certifies the SWAM participation information submitted within the 
stated time thereafter is true, correct, and complete, and that the information provided 
includes the names of all SWAM firms that will participate in the contract, the specific line 
item(s) that each listed SWAM firm will perform, and the creditable dollar amounts of the 
participation of each listed SWAM. The specific line item must reference the VDOT line 
number and item number contained in the proposal. 

 
5. The bidder further certifies, by signing its bid, it has committed to use each SWAM firm listed 

for the specific work item shown to meet the contract goal for SWAM participation. Award of 
the contract will be conditioned upon meeting these requirements and the contract 
documents. By signing the bid, the bidder certifies on work that it proposes to sublet; it has 
made good faith efforts to seek out and consider SWAMs as potential subcontractors. The 
bidder shall contact SWAMs to solicit their interest, capability, and prices in sufficient time to 
allow them to respond effectively, and shall retain on file proper documentation to 
substantiate its good faith efforts. Award of the contract will be conditioned upon meeting 
these requirements and the contract documents. 

 
6. Once awarded the contract, the Contractor shall make good faith efforts to utilize SWAM 

firms to perform work designated to be performed by SWAMs at or above the amount or 
percentage of the dollar value specified in the bidding documents. Further, the Contractor 
understands it shall not unilaterally terminate, substitute for, or replace any SWAM firm that 
was designated in the executed contract in whole or in part with another SWAM, any non-
SWAM firm, or with the Contractor's own forces or those of an affiliate of the Contractor 
without the prior written consent of VDOT as set out within this provision. 

 
7. Once awarded the contract, the Contractor shall designate and make known to the 

Department a liaison officer who is assigned the responsibility of administering and 
promoting an active and inclusive SWAM program as required by 49 CFR Part 26 for 
SWAMs. The designation and identity of this officer need be submitted only once by the 
Contractor during any twelve (12) month period at the preconstruction conference for the 
first contract the Contractor has been awarded during that reporting period.

8. Once awarded the contract, the Contractor shall comply fully with all regulatory and 

contractual requirements of the SWAM Program, and that each SWAM firm participating in 
the contract shall fully perform the designated work items with the SWAM’s own forces and 
equipment under the SWAM’s direct supervision, control, and management. Where a 
contract exists and where the Contractor, SWAM firm, or any other firm retained by the 
Contractor has failed to comply with federal or VDOT SWAM Program regulations and/or 
their requirements on that contract, VDOT has the authority and discretion to determine the 
extent to which the SWAM contract regulations and\or requirements have not been met, and 
will assess against the Contractor any remedies available at law or provided in the contract 
in the event of such a contract breach. 

 
9. In the event a bond surety assumes the completion of work, if for any reason VDOT has 

terminated the prime Contractor, the surety shall be obligated to meet the same SWAM 
contract terms and requirements as were required of the original prime Contractor in 
accordance with this specification. 

 
D. Disqualification of Bidder 

 
Bidders may be disqualified from bidding for failure to comply with this Special Provision, the 
contract specifications, and the Specifications. 

 
E. Bidding Procedures 

 
The following bidding procedures shall apply to the contract for SWAM Program compliance 
purposes: 

 
1. Contract Goal, Good Faith Efforts Specified: All bidders evidencing the attainment of 

SWAM goal commitment equal to or greater than the required SWAM goal established for 
the project must submit completed Form C-111S, Minimum SWAM Requirements, and Form 
C-48, Subcontractor/Supplier Solicitation and Utilization, as a part of the bid documents. 

 
Form C-111S may be submitted electronically or may be faxed to the Department, but in no 
case shall the bidder’s Form C-111S be received later than 10:00 a.m. the next business 
day after the time stated in the bid proposal for the receipt of bids. Form C-48 must be 
received within ten (10) business days after the bid opening. 
 
If, at the time of submitting its bid, the bidder knowingly cannot meet or exceed the required 
SWAM contract goal, it shall submit Form C-111S exhibiting the SWAM participation it 
commits to attain as a part of its bid documents. The bidder shall then submit Form C-49S, 
SWAM Good Faith Efforts Documentation, within two (2) business days after the bid 
opening. 
 
The lowest responsive and responsible bidder must submit its properly executed Form C-
112S, Certification of Binding Agreement, within three (3) business days after the bids are 
received. SWAMs bidding as prime contractors are not required to submit Form C-112S. 

 
If, after review of the apparent lowest bid, VDOT determines the SWAM requirements have 
not been met, the apparent lowest successful bidder must submit Form C-49S, SWAM Good 
Faith Efforts Documentation, which must be received by the Contract Engineer within two (2) 
business days after official notification of such failure to meet the aforementioned SWAM 
requirements. 
 
Forms C-48, C-49S, C-111S, and C-112S can be obtained from the VDOT website at:

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2. Bid Rejection: The failure of a bidder to submit the required documentation within the 

timeframes specified in the Contract Goal, Good Faith Efforts Specified section of this 
Special Provision may be cause for rejection of that bidder’s bid. 

 
If the lowest bidder is rejected for failure to submit the required documentation in the 
specified time frames, the Department may award the work to the next lowest bidder, or re-
advertise the proposed work at a later date or proceed otherwise as determined by the 
Commonwealth. 
 

3. Good Faith Efforts Described: In order to award a contract to a bidder that has failed to 
meet SWAM contract goal requirements, VDOT will determine if the bidder’s efforts were 
adequate good faith efforts, and if given all relevant circumstances, those efforts were made 
actively and aggressively to meet the SWAM requirements. Efforts to obtain SWAM 
participation are not good faith efforts if they could not reasonably be expected to produce a 
level of SWAM participation sufficient to meet the SWAM Program and contract goal 
requirements. 

 
Good faith efforts may be determined through use of the following list of the types of actions 
the bidder may make to obtain SWAM participation. This is not intended to be a mandatory 
checklist, nor is it intended to be exclusive or exhaustive. Other factors or types of efforts of 
similar intent may be relevant in appropriate cases: 

 
(a) Soliciting through reasonable and available means, such as but not limited to, 

attendance at pre-bid meetings, advertising, and written notices to SWAMs who have 
the capability to perform the work of the contract. Examples include: advertising in at 
least one daily/weekly/monthly newspaper of general circulation, as applicable; phone 
contact with a completely documented telephone log, including the date and time called, 
contact person, or voice mail status; and internet contacts with supporting 
documentation, including dates advertised. The bidder shall solicit this interest no less 
than five (5) business days before the bids are due so that the solicited SWAMs have 
enough time to reasonably respond to the solicitation. The bidder shall determine with 
certainty if the SWAMs are interested by taking reasonable steps to follow up initial 
solicitations as evidenced by documenting such efforts as requested on Form C-49S, 
SWAM Good Faith Efforts Documentation. 

 
(b) Selecting portions of the work to be performed by SWAMs in order to increase the 

likelihood that the SWAM goals will be achieved. This includes, where appropriate, 
breaking out contract work items into economically feasible units to facilitate SWAM 
participation, even when the Contractor might otherwise prefer to completely perform all 
portions of this work in its entirety or use its own forces; 

 
(c) Providing interested SWAMs with adequate information about the plans, specifications, 

and requirements of the contract in a timely manner, which will assist the SWAMs in 
responding to a solicitation; 

 
(d) Negotiating for participation in good faith with interested SWAMs; 

 
1. Evidence of such negotiation shall include the names, addresses, and telephone 

numbers of SWAMs that were considered; dates SWAMs were contacted; a 
description of the information provided regarding the plans, specifications, and 
requirements of the contract for the work selected for subcontracting; and, if 
insufficient SWAM participation seems likely, evidence as to why additional 
agreements could not be reached for SWAMs to perform the work; 
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2. A bidder using good business judgment should consider a number of factors in 
negotiating with subcontractors, including SWAM subcontractors, and should take a 
firm’s price, qualifications, and capabilities, as well as contract goals, into 
consideration. However, the fact that there may be some additional costs involved in 
finding and using SWAMs is not sufficient reason for a bidder’s failure to meet the 
contract goal for SWAM participation, as long as such costs are reasonable and 
comparable to costs customarily appropriate to the type of work under 
consideration. Also, the ability or desire of a bidder to perform the work of a contract 
with its own organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility to make 
diligent good faith efforts. Bidders are not, however, required to accept higher 
quotes from SWAMs if the price difference can be shown by the bidder to be 
excessive, unreasonable, or greater than would normally be expected by industry 
standards; 

 
(e) A bidder cannot reject a SWAM as being unqualified without sound reasons based on a 

thorough investigation of the SWAM’s capabilities. The SWAM’s standing within its 
industry, membership in specific groups, organizations, associations, and political or 
social affiliations, and union vs. non-union employee status are not legitimate causes for 
the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the bidder’s efforts to meet the project goal for 
SWaM participation; 

 
(f) Making efforts to assist interested SWAMs in obtaining necessary equipment, supplies, 

materials, or related assistance or services subject to the restrictions contained in these 
provisions; 

 
(g) Effectively using the services of appropriate personnel from VDOT and from SBSD; 

contractors’ groups; local and state assistance offices; and other organizations as 
allowed on a case-by-case basis to provide assistance in the recruitment and utilization 
of qualified SWAMs. 

 
F. Documentation and Administrative Reconsideration of Good Faith Efforts 

 
During Bidding: As described in the Contract Goal, Good Faith Efforts Specified section of 
this Special Provision, the bidder must provide Form C-49S, SWAM Good Faith Efforts 
Documentation, of its efforts made to meet the SWAM contract goal as proposed by VDOT within 
the time frame specified in this provision. The means of transmittal and the risk for timely receipt 
of this information shall be the responsibility of the bidder. The bidder shall attach additional 
pages to the certification, if necessary, in order to fully detail specific good faith efforts made to 
obtain the SWAM firms participation in the proposed contract work. 
 
However, regardless of the SWAM contract goal participation level proposed by the bidder or the 
extent of good faith efforts shown, all bidders shall timely and separately file their completed and 
executed forms C-111S, C-112S, C-48, and C-49S, as aforementioned, or face potential bid 
rejection. 

 
If a bidder does not submit its completed and executed forms C-111S, or C-112S, when required 
by this Special Provision, the bidder’s bid will be considered non-responsive and may be rejected. 
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Where the Department upon initial review of the bid results determines the apparent low bidder 
has failed or appears to have failed to meet the requirements of the Contract Goal, Good Faith 
Efforts Specified section of this Special Provision and has failed to adequately document that it 
made a good faith effort to achieve sufficient SWAM participation as specified in the bid proposal, 
that firm upon notification of the Department’s initial determination will be offered the opportunity 
for administrative reconsideration before VDOT rejects that bid as non-responsive. The bidder 
shall address such request for reconsideration in writing to the Contract Engineer within five (5) 
business days of receipt of notification by the Department and shall be given the opportunity to 
discuss the issue and present its evidence in person to the Administrative Reconsideration Panel. 
The Administrative Reconsideration Panel will be made up of VDOT Division Administrators or 
their designees, none of who took part in the initial determination that the bidder failed to make 
the goal or make adequate good faith efforts to do so. After reconsideration, VDOT shall notify 
the bidder in writing of its decision and explain the basis for finding that the bidder did or did not 
meet the goal or make adequate good faith efforts to do so. 

 
If, after reconsideration, the Department determines the bidder has failed to meet the 
requirements of the contract goal and has failed to make adequate good faith efforts to achieve 
the level of SWAM participation as specified in the bid proposal, the bidder’s bid will be rejected. 

 
If sufficient documented evidence is presented to demonstrate that the apparent low bidder made 
reasonable good faith efforts, the Department will award the contract and reduce the SWAM 
requirement to the actual commitment identified by the lowest successful bidder at the time of its 
bid. The Contractor is still encouraged to seek additional SWAM participation during the life of the 
contract. 
 
However, such action will not relieve the Contractor of its responsibility for complying with the 
reduced SWAM requirement during the life of the contract or any administrative sanctions as may 
be appropriate. 
 
During the Contract: If a SWAM, through no fault of the Contractor, is unable or unwilling to fulfill 
his agreement with the Contractor, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Department and 
provide all relevant facts. If a Contractor relieves a SWAM subcontractor of the responsibility to 
perform work under their subcontract, the Contractor is encouraged to take the appropriate steps 
to obtain a SWAM to perform an equal dollar value of the remaining subcontracted work. In such 
instances, the Contractor is expected to seek SWAM participation towards meeting the goal 
during the performance of the contract. 
 
If the Contractor fails to conform to the schedule of SWAM participation as shown on the progress 
schedule, or at any point at which it is clearly evident that the remaining dollar value of allowable 
credit for performing work is insufficient to obtain the scheduled participation, and the Contractor 
has not taken the preceding actions, the Contractor and any aforementioned affiliates may be 
subject to disallowance of SWAM credit until such time as conformance with the schedule of 
SWAM participation is achieved. 
 
Project Completion: If the Contractor fails upon completion of the project to meet the required 
participation, the Contractor and any prime contractual affiliates, as in the case of a joint venture, 
may be enjoined from bidding as a prime Contractor, or participating as a subcontractor on VDOT 
projects for a period of 90 days. 

 
Prior to enjoinment from bidding or denial to participate as a subcontractor for failure to comply 
with participation requirements, as provided hereinbefore, the Contractor may submit 
documentation to the State Construction Engineer to substantiate that failure was due solely to 
quantitative underrun(s), elimination of items subcontracted to SWAMs, or to circumstances 
beyond their control, and that all feasible means have been used to obtain the required 
participation. The State Construction Engineer upon verification of such documentation shall 
make a determination whether or not the Contractor has met the requirements of the contract. 
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If it is determined that the aforementioned documentation is insufficient or the failure to meet 
required participation is due to other reasons, the Contractor may request an appearance before 
the Administrative Reconsideration Panel to establish that all feasible means were used to meet 
such participation requirements. The decision of the Administrative Reconsideration Panel shall 
be administratively final. If the decision is made to enjoin the Contractor from bidding on other 
VDOT work as described herein, the enjoinment period will begin upon the Contractor’s failure to 
request a hearing within the designated time frame or upon the Administrative Reconsideration 
Panel’s decision to enjoin, as applicable. 

 
G. SWAM Participation for Contract Goal Credit 

 
SWAM participation on the contract will count toward meeting the SWAM contract goal in 
accordance with the following criteria: 
 
1. Cost-plus subcontracts will not be considered to be in accordance with normal industry 

practice and will not normally be allowed for credit. 
 

2. The applicable percentage of the total dollar value of the contract or subcontract awarded to 
the SWAM will be counted toward meeting the contract goal for SWAM participation in 
accordance with the SWAM Program-Related Certifications Made by 
Bidders\Contractors section of this Special Provision for the value of the work, goods, or 
services that are actually performed or provided by the SWAM firm itself or subcontracted by 
the SWAM to other SWAM firms. 

 
3. When a SWAM performs work as a participant in a joint venture with a non-SWAM firm, the 

Contractor may count toward the SWAM goal only that portion of the total dollar value of the 
contract equal to the distinctly defined portion of the contract work that the SWAM has 
performed with the SWAM’s own forces or in accordance with the provisions of this Section. 
The Department shall be contacted in advance regarding any joint venture involving both a 
SWAM firm and a non-SWAM firm to coordinate Department review and approval of the joint 
venture’s organizational structure and proposed operation where the Contractor seeks to 
claim the SWAM’s credit toward the SWAM contract goal. 

 
4. When a SWAM subcontracts part of the work of the contract to another firm, the value of that 

subcontracted work may be counted toward the SWAM contract goal only if the SWAM's 
subcontractor at a lower tier is a certified SWAM. Work that a SWAM subcontracts to either 
a non-SWAM firm or to a non-certified SWAM firm will not count toward the SWAM contract 
goal. The cost of supplies and equipment a SWAM subcontractor purchases or leases from 
the prime Contractor or the prime’s affiliated firms will not count toward the contract goal for 
SWAM participation. 

 
5. A Contractor may not count the participation of a SWAM subcontractor toward the 

Contractor's final compliance with the SWAM contract goal obligations until the amount 
being counted has actually been paid to the SWAM. 
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H. Verification of SWAM Participation and Imposed Damages 
 

Within fourteen days after contract execution, the Contractor shall submit to the Responsible 
Engineer, with a copy to the District Civil Rights Office (DCRO), a fully executed subcontract 
agreement for each SWAM used to claim credit in accordance with the requirements stated on 
Form C-112S. The subcontract agreement shall be executed by both parties stating the work to 
be performed, the details or specifics concerning such work, and the price which will be paid to 
the SWAM subcontractor. Because of the commercial damage that the Contractor and its SWAM 
subcontractor could suffer if their subcontract pricing, terms, and conditions were known to 
competitors, the Department staff will treat subcontract agreements as proprietary Contractor 
trade secrets with regard to Freedom of Information Act requests. In lieu of subcontract 
agreements, purchase orders may be submitted for haulers, suppliers, and manufacturers. These 
too, will be treated confidentially and protected. Such purchase orders must contain, as a 
minimum, the following information: authorized signatures of both parties; description of the 
scope of work to include contract item numbers, quantities, and prices; and required federal 
contract provisions. 
 
The Contractor shall also furnish, and shall require each subcontractor to furnish, information 
relative to all SWAM involvement on the project for each quarter during the life of the contract in 
which participation occurs and verification is available. The information shall be indicated on Form 
C-63, SWAM and SWAM Payment Compliance Report. The department reserves the right to 
request proof of payment via copies of cancelled checks with appropriate identifying notations. 
Failure to provide Form C-63 to the District Civil Rights Office (DCRO) within five (5) business 
days after the reporting period may result in delay of approval of the Contractor’s monthly 
progress estimate for payment. The names and certification numbers of SWAM firms provided by 
the Contractor on the various forms indicated in this Special Provision shall be exactly as shown 
on the SBSD’s latest list of certified SWAMs. Signatures on all forms indicated herein shall be 
those of authorized representatives of the Contractor as shown on the Prequalification 
Application, Form C-32 or the Prequalification/Certification Renewal Application, Form C-32A, or 
authorized by letter from the Contractor. If SWAM firms are used which have not been previously 
documented with the Contractor’s bid and for which the Contractor now desires to claim credit 
toward the project goal, the Contractor shall be responsible for submitting necessary 
documentation in accordance with the procedures stipulated in this Special Provision to cover 
such work prior to the SWAM beginning work. 
 
Form C-63 can be obtained from the VDOT website at:  http://vdotforms.vdot.virginia.gov/  
 
The Contractor shall submit to the Responsible Engineer its progress schedule with a copy to the 
DCRO, as required by Section 108.03 of the Specifications or other such specific contract 
scheduling specification that may include contractual milestones, i.e., monthly or VDOT 
requested updates. The Contractor shall include a narrative of applicable SWAM activities relative 
to work activities of the Contractor’s progress schedule, including the approximate start times and 
durations of all SWAM participation to be claimed for credit that shall result in full achievement of 
the SWAM goal required in the contract. 
 
On contracts awarded on the basis of good faith efforts, narratives or other agreeable format of 
schedule information requirements and subsequent progress determination shall be based on the 
commitment information shown on the latest Form C-111S as compared with the appropriate 
Form C-63. 
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Prior to beginning any major component or quarter of the work, as applicable, in which SWAM 
work is to be performed, the Contractor shall furnish a revised Form C-111S showing the name(s) 
and certification number(s) of any current SWAMs not previously submitted who will perform the 
work during that major component or quarter for which the Contractor seeks to claim credit 
toward the contract SWAM goal. The Contractor shall obtain the prior approval of the Department 
for any assistance it may provide to the SWAM beyond its existing resources in executing its 
commitment to the work in accordance with the requirements listed in the Good Faith Efforts 
Described section of this Special Provision. If the Contractor is aware of any assistance beyond 
a SWAM’s existing resources that the Contractor, or another subcontractor, may be 
contemplating or may deem necessary and that have not been previously approved, the 
Contractor shall submit a new or revised narrative statement for VDOT’s approval prior to 
assistance being rendered. 
 

If the Contractor fails to comply with correctly completing and submitting any of the required 
documentation requested by this provision within the specified time frames, the Department will 
withhold payment of the monthly progress estimate until such time as the required submissions 
are received VDOT. Where such failures to provide required submittals or documentation are 
repeated the Department will move to enjoin the Contractor and any prime contractual affiliates, 
as in the case of a joint venture, from bidding as a prime Contractor, or participating as a 
subcontractor on VDOT projects until such submissions are received. 
 

I. Documentation Required for Semi-final Payment 
 

On those projects nearing completion, the Contractor must submit Form C-63 marked “Semi- 
Final” within twenty (20) days after the submission of the last regular monthly progress estimate 
to the DCRO. The form must include each SWAM used on the contract work and the work 
performed by each SWAM. The form shall include the actual dollar amount paid to each SWAM 
for the accepted creditable work on the contract. The form shall be certified under penalty of 
perjury, or other applicable law, to be accurate and complete. VDOT will use this certification and 
other information available to determine applicable SWAM credit allowed to date by VDOT and 
the extent to which the SWAMs were fully paid for that work. The Contractor shall acknowledge 
by the act of filing the form that the information is supplied to obtain payment regarding a federal 
participation contract. A letter of certification, signed by both the prime Contractor and appropriate 
SWAMs, will accompany the form, indicating the amount, including any retainage, if present, that 
remains to be paid to the SWAM(s). 
 

J. Documentation Required for Final Payment 
 

On those projects that are complete, the Contractor shall submit a final Form C-63 marked “Final” 
to the DCRO, within thirty (30) days of the final estimate. The form must include each SWAM 
used on the contract and the work performed by each SWAM. The form shall include the actual 
dollar amount paid to each SWAM for the creditable work on the contract. VDOT will use this form 
and other information available to determine if the Contractor and SWAMs have satisfied the 
SWAM contract goal percentage specified in the contract and the extent to which credit was 
allowed. The Contractor shall acknowledge by the act of signing and filing the form that the 
information is supplied to obtain payment regarding a federal participation contract. 
 

K. Prompt Payment Requirements 
 

The Contractor shall make prompt and full payment to the subcontractor(s) of any retainage held 
by the prime Contractor after the subcontractor’s work is satisfactorily completed. 

 

For purposes of this Special Provision, a subcontractor’s work is satisfactorily completed when all 
the tasks called for in the subcontract have been accomplished, documented, and accepted as 
required by the contract documents by VDOT. When VDOT has made partial acceptance of a 
portion of the prime contract, the Department will consider the work of any subcontractor covered 
by that partial acceptance to be satisfactorily completed. Payment will be made in accordance 
with Sections 107.01, 109.08, and 109.09 of the Specifications. 
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Upon VDOT’s payment of the subcontractor’s portion of the work as shown on the monthly 
progress estimate and the receipt of payment by the Contractor for such work, the Contractor 
shall make compensation in full to the subcontractor for that portion of the work satisfactorily 
completed and accepted by the Department. For the purposes of this Special Provision, payment 
of the subcontractor’s portion of the work shall mean the Contractor has issued payment in full, 
less agreed upon retainage, if any, to the subcontractor for that portion of the subcontractor’s 
work that VDOT paid to the Contractor on the monthly progress estimate. 
 
The Contractor shall make payment of the subcontractor’s portion of the work within seven (7) 
days of the receipt of payment from VDOT in accordance with Sections 107.01, 109.08, and 
109.09 of the Specifications. 
 
If the Contractor fails to make payment for the subcontractor’s portion of the work within the time 
frame specified herein, the subcontractor shall contact the Responsible Engineer and the 
Contractor’s bonding company in writing. The bonding company and VDOT will investigate the 
cause for non-payment and, barring mitigating circumstances that would make the subcontractor 
ineligible for payment, ensure payment in accordance with Sections 107.01, 109.08, and 109.09 
of the Specifications. 
 
By bidding on this contract, and by accepting and executing this contract, the Contractor agrees 
to assume these contractual obligations, and to bind the Contractor’s subcontractors contractually 
to those prompt payment requirements. 
 
Nothing contained herein shall preclude the Contractor from withholding payment to the 
subcontractor in accordance with the terms of the subcontract in order to protect the Contractor 
from loss or cost of damage due to a breach of agreement by the subcontractor. 
 

L. Miscellaneous SWaM Program Requirements 
 

Loss of SWaM Eligibility: When a SWaM firm has been removed from eligibility as a certified 
SWaM firm, the following actions will be taken: 

 
1. When a Bidder/Contractor has made a commitment to use a SWAM firm that is not currently 

certified, thereby making the Contractor ineligible to receive SWAM participation credit for 
work performed, and a subcontract has not been executed, the ineligible SWAM firm does 
not count toward either the contract goal or overall goal. The Contractor shall meet the 
contract goal with a SWAM firm that is eligible to receive SWAM credit for work performed, 
or must demonstrate to the Contract Engineer that it has made good faith efforts to do so. 

 
2. When a Bidder/Contractor has executed a subcontract with a certified SWAM firm prior to 

official notification of the SWAM firm’s loss of eligibility, the Contractor may continue to use 
the firm on the contract and shall continue to receive SWAM credit toward its SWAM goal for 
the subcontractor’s work. 

 
3. When VDOT has executed a prime contract with a SWAM firm that is certified at the time of 

contract execution but that is later ruled ineligible, the portion of the ineligible firm’s 
performance on the contract before VDOT has issued the notice of its ineligibility shall count 
toward the contract goal. 

 
Termination of SWAM: If a certified SWAM subcontractor is terminated, or fails, refuses, or is 
unable to complete the work on the contract for any reason, the Contractor must promptly request 
approval to substitute or replace that firm in accordance with this section of this Special Provision. 
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The Contractor, as aforementioned in SWAM Program-Related Certifications Made by 
Bidders/Contractors, shall notify VDOT in writing before terminating and/or replacing the SWAM 
that was committed as a condition of contract award or that is otherwise being used or 
represented to fulfill SWAM contract obligations during the contract performance period. Written 
consent from the Department for terminating the performance of any SWAM shall be granted only 
when the Contractor can demonstrate that the SWAM is unable, unwilling, or ineligible to perform 
its obligations for which the Contractor sought credit toward the contract SWAM goal. Such 
written consent by the Department to terminate any SWAM shall concurrently constitute written 
consent to substitute or replace the terminated SWAM with another SWAM. Consent to terminate 
a SWAM shall not be based on the Contractor’s ability to negotiate a more advantageous contract 
with another subcontractor whether that subcontractor is, or is not, a certified SWAM. 

 
1. All Contractor requests to terminate, substitute, or replace a certified SWAM shall be in 

writing, and shall include the following information: 
 

(a) The date the Contractor determined the SWAM to be unwilling, unable, or ineligible to 
perform. 

 
(b) The projected date that the Contractor shall require a substitution or replacement SWAM 

to commence work if consent is granted to the request. 
 

(c) A brief statement of facts describing and citing specific actions or inaction by the SWAM 
giving rise to the Contractor’s assertion that the SWAM is unwilling, unable, or ineligible 
to perform; 

 
(d) A brief statement of the affected SWAM’s capacity and ability to perform the work as 

determined by the Contractor; 
 

(e) A brief statement of facts regarding actions taken by the Contractor which are believed 
to constitute good faith efforts toward enabling the SWAM to perform; 

 
(f) The current percentage of work completed on each bid item by the SWAM; 

 
(g) The total dollar amount currently paid per bid item for work performed by the SWAM; 

 
(h) The total dollar amount per bid item remaining to be paid to the SWAM for work 

completed, but for which the SWAM has not received payment, and with which the 
Contractor has no dispute; 

 
(i) The total dollar amount per bid item remaining to be paid to the SWAM for work 

completed, but for which the SWAM has not received payment, and over which the 
Contractor and/or the SWAM have a dispute. 

 
2. Contractor’s Written Notice to SWAM of Pending Request to Terminate and Substitute with 

another SWAM. 
 

The Contractor shall send a copy of the “request to terminate and substitute” letter to the 
affected committed SWAM firm, in conjunction with submitting the request to the DCRO. The 
affected SWAM firm may submit a response letter to the Department within two (2) business 
days of receiving the notice to terminate from the Contractor. The affected SWAM firm shall 
explain its position concerning performance on the committed work. The Department will 
consider both the Contractor’s request and the SWAM’s response and explanation before 
approving the Contractor’s termination and substitution request, or determining if any action 
should be taken against the Contractor. 
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If, after making its best efforts to deliver a copy of the “request to terminate and substitute” 
letter, the Contractor is unsuccessful in notifying the affected SWAM firm, the Department 
will verify that the affected, committed SWAM firm is unable or unwilling to continue the 
contract. The Department will immediately approve the Contractor’s request for a 
substitution. 

 

3. Proposed Substitution of Another Certified SWAM 
 

Upon termination of a SWAM, the Contractor shall use reasonable good faith efforts to 
replace the terminated SWAM. The termination of such SWAM shall not relieve the 
Contractor of its obligations pursuant to this section, and the unpaid portion of the 
terminated SWAM’s contract will not be counted toward the contract goal. 
 
When a SWAM substitution is necessary, the Contractor shall submit an amended Form C-
111S with the name of another SWAM firm, the proposed work to be performed by that firm, 
and the dollar amount of the work to replace the unfulfilled portion of the work of the 
originally committed SWAM firm. The Contractor shall furnish all pertinent information 
including the contract I.D. number, project number, bid item, item description, bid unit and 
bid quantity, unit price, and total price. In addition, the Contractor shall submit 
documentation for the requested substitute SWAM as described in this section of this 
Special Provision. 
 
Should the Contractor be unable to commit the remaining required dollar value to the 
substitute SWAM, the Contractor shall provide written evidence of good faith efforts made to 
obtain the substitute value requirement. The Department will review the quality, 
thoroughness, and intensity of those efforts. Efforts that are viewed by VDOT as merely 
superficial or pro-forma will not be considered good faith efforts to meet the contract goal for 
SWAM participation. The Contractor must document the steps taken that demonstrated its 
good faith efforts to obtain participation as set forth in the Good Faith Efforts Described 
section of this Special Provision. 
 
All bidders, including SWAM prime Contractor bidders, shall complete and submit to the 
Contract Engineer the Subcontractor/Supplier Solicitation and Utilization Form C-48 for each 
bid submitted; to be received within ten (10) business days after the bid opening. Failure of 
bidders to submit this form in the time frame specified may be cause for disqualification of 
the bidder and rejection of their bid in accordance with this Special Provision, the contract 
specifications, and Specifications. 
 

O. Suspect Evidence of Criminal Behavior 
 

Failure of a bidder, Contractor, or subcontractor to comply with the Virginia Department of 
Transportation Road and Bridge Specifications and these Special Provisions wherein there 
appears to be evidence of criminal conduct shall be referred to the Attorney General for the 
Commonwealth of Virginia and/or the FHWA Inspector General for criminal investigation and, if 
warranted, prosecution. 

 
P. Summary of Remedies for Non-Compliance with SWAM Program Requirements 

 
Failure of any bidder\Contractor to comply with this Special Provision for Section 107.15 of the 
Specifications, which is deemed to be a condition of bidding, or where a contract exists, is 
deemed to constitute a breach of contract shall be remedied in accordance with the following: 

 

1. Small, women-owned and minority-owned (SWAM) Program Requirements 
 

The Contractor shall carry out applicable SWaM requirements in the award, administration, 
and performance of this contract. Failure by the Contractor to carry out these requirements 
is a material breach of this contract, which will result in the termination of this contract or 
other such remedy, as VDOT deems appropriate. 
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2. Disqualification of Bidder 

 
Bidders may be disqualified from bidding for failure to comply with the requirements of this 
Special Provision, the contract specifications, and Specifications. 

 
3. Bidding Procedures 

 
The failure of a bidder to submit the required documentation within the timeframes specified 
in the Contract Goal, Good Faith Efforts Specified section of this Special Provision may 
be cause for rejection of that bidder’s bid. If the lowest bidder is rejected for failure to submit 
required documentation in the specified time frames, the Department may either award the 
work to the next lowest bidder, or re-advertise and construct the work under contract or 
otherwise as determined by the Commonwealth. 
 
In order to award a contract to a bidder that has failed to meet SWAM contract goal 
requirements, VDOT will determine if the bidder’s efforts were adequate good faith efforts, 
and if given all relevant circumstances, those efforts were to the extent a bidder actively and 
aggressively seeking to meet the requirements would make. Regardless of the SWAM 
contract goal participation level proposed by the bidder or the extent of good faith efforts 
shown, all bidders shall timely and separately file their completed and executed Forms C-
111S, C-112S, C-48, and Form C-49S, as aforementioned, or face potential bid rejection. If 
a bidder does not submit its completed and executed C-111S, or C-112S, when required by 
this Special Provision, the bidder’s bid will be considered non- responsive and may be 
rejected. If, after reconsideration, the Department determines the bidder has failed to meet 
the requirements of the contract goal and has failed to make adequate good faith efforts to 
achieve the level of SWAM participation as specified in the bid proposal, the bidder’s bid will 
be rejected. If sufficient documented evidence is presented to demonstrate that the apparent 
low bidder made reasonable good faith efforts, the Department will award the contract and 
reduce the SWAM requirement to the actual commitment identified by the lowest successful 
bidder at the time of its bid. The Contractor is encouraged to seek additional participation 
during the life of the contract. 
 
If the Contractor fails to conform to the schedule of SWAM participation as shown on the 
progress schedule, or at any point at which it is clearly evident that the remaining dollar 
value of allowable credit for performing work is insufficient to obtain the scheduled 
participation, the Contractor and any aforementioned affiliates may be enjoined from bidding 
for 60 days or until such time as conformance with the schedule of SWAM participation is 
achieved. In such instances, the Contractor is expected to seek SWAM participation towards 
meeting the goal during the prosecution of the contract. 

 
If the Contractor fails upon completion of the project to meet the required participation, the 
Contractor and any prime contractual affiliates, as in the case of a joint venture, may be 
enjoined from bidding as a prime Contractor, or participating as a subcontractor on VDOT 
projects for a period of 90 days. 
 
Prior to enjoinment from bidding or denial to participate as a subcontractor for failure to 
comply with participation requirements, as provided hereinbefore, the Contractor may submit 
documentation to the State Construction Engineer to substantiate that failure was due solely 
to quantitative underrun(s) or elimination of items subcontracted to SWAMs, and that all 
feasible means have been used to obtain the required participation. The State Construction 
Engineer upon verification of such documentation shall make a determination whether or not 
the Contractor has met the requirements of the contract. 
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If it is determined that the aforementioned documentation is insufficient or the failure to meet 
required participation is due to other reasons, the Contractor may request an appearance 
before the Administrative Reconsideration Panel to establish that all feasible means were 
used to meet such participation requirements. The decision of the Administrative 
Reconsideration Panel shall be administratively final. The enjoinment period will begin upon 
the Contractor’s failure to request a hearing within the designated time frame or upon the 
Administrative Reconsideration Panel’s decision to enjoin, as applicable. 

 
4. Verification of SWAM Participation and Imposed Damages 

 
If the Contractor fails to comply with correctly completing and submitting any of the required 
documentation requested by this provision within the specified time frames, the Department 
will withhold payment of the monthly progress estimate until such time as the required 
submissions are received by VDOT. Where such failures to provide required submittals or 
documentation are repeated the Department will move to enjoin the Contractor and any 
prime contractual affiliates, as in the case of a joint venture, from bidding as a prime 
Contractor, or participating as a subcontractor on VDOT projects until such submissions are 
received. 

 
5. Suspect Evidence of Criminal Behavior 

 
Failure of a bidder, Contractor, or subcontractor to comply with the Virginia Department of 
Transportation Road and Bridge Specifications and these Special Provisions wherein there 
appears to be evidence of criminal conduct shall be referred to the Attorney General for the 
Commonwealth of Virginia for criminal investigation and, if warranted prosecution.

BITUMEN COATING FOR STEEL PILES 
 

March 4, 2016 
 
I. DESCRIPTION 
 

This work shall consist of furnishing and applying bituminous coating and primer to steel pile 
surfaces as required in the plans and as specified herein. 

 
II. MATERIALS 
 

C. Bituminous Coating: Bituminous coating shall consist of one of the following: 
 

PROPERTY ASTM D 2521 ASTM D 312 Type II ASTM D 312 Type III 
Softening Point 175 to 200 °F 158 to 176°F 185 to 205°F 
Penetration  at 
77°F (inches)

Ductility (inches) 1.4 1.2 1.0 
 
D. Primer:  The primer shall consist of a CSS-1h, CQS-1h, or EM-50 asphalt emulsion. 

 
III. CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS 
 

All surfaces to be coated with bitumen shall be dry and thoroughly cleaned of dust and loose 
material. No primer or bitumen shall be applied in wet weather, or when the temperature is below 
65°F. 
 
Application of the prime coat shall be with a brush or other approved means and in a manner to 
thoroughly coat the surface of the piling with a continuous film of primer. The purpose of the 
primer is to provide a suitable bond of the bitumen coating to the pile. The primer shall set 
thoroughly before the bitumen coating is applied. 
 
The bitumen should be heated to 300°F, and applied at a temperature between 200°F and 300°F, 
by one or more mop coats or other approved means, to apply an average coating depth of 3/8 
inches. Whitewashing of the coating may be required, as deemed necessary by the Engineer, to 
prevent running and sagging of the asphalt coating prior to driving during hot weather. 
 
Immediately after bitumen coating is applied, the piles shall be stored away from sunlight and 
heat for protection. Pile coatings shall not be exposed to damage or contamination while storing, 
hauling, or handling. After the bitumen has been applied, the Contractor shall not drag the piles 
on the ground or use a cable wraps around the piles during handling. Pad eyes, or other suitable 
devices, shall be attached to the pile for lifting and handling. If necessary, the Contractor shall 
recoat the piles, at his expense to comply with these requirements. 
 
A nominal length of pile shall be left uncoated where field splices will be required. After 
completing the field splice, the splice area shall be brushed or mop coated with at least one coat 
of bitumen. 
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IV. MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT 
 

Bitumen coating will be measured in linear feet and will be paid for at the contract unit price per 
linear foot of coating in place on the pile surfaces. This price shall include furnishing and applying 
the bituminous coating and primer, as shown in the plans and this Special Provision, and as 
directed by the Engineer. No separate payment will be made for primer or coating of the splice 
areas.
